April 18, 2024 - With the 2024 theatre season just 6 weeks away, the Thousand Islands Playhouse (TIP)
has announced the casts and creative teams for each of the 7 productions that will be on stage this
summer. TIP will be welcoming some of the country’s top talent to Gananoque, with credits that include
the Stratford and Shaw festivals, Broadway, and regional theatres from across the country. From
long-awaited returns to much anticipated debuts, this incoming group of more than 100 artists will be
spending the summer at Canada’s Dockside Theatre. They will be joined by, what is anticipated to be, the
largest audience in the company’s history.
